 The European Network of Participatory Regions : a proposal for eParticipation sustainability-Ing. Angelo Marcotulli , Regione Toscana

Abstract of the presentation: “The European Network of Participatory Regions : a proposal for eParticipation sustainability”

The IDEAL-EU project has put in practice an original workflow model of eParticipation using a Social Network Platform for content provision and participants selection and an Electronic (Virtual) Town Meeting run in three European Regions to collect structured opinions about policy issues.

The approach has allowed hundreds of citizens a direct participation in ICT supported discussions in order to contribute to public (EP) decision making in the area of climate change and the methods and tools have supported the 'translation’ of the main discussion topics into simple issues to compare and ideas to synthesize.

Though not being domain experts, European (young) people were enabled to:

1. recognize the issues at stake

2. formulate their opinions

3. express an informed judgement

4. help find a proper solution

The political “message” of IDEAL-EU is that the Regional level can be the most appropriate dimension for letting the potential of eParticipation emerge and consolidate and for that reason is going to be launched the community of European Network of Participatory Regions.The main targets of the ENPR are:to share and exchange experiences and good practices both from a institutional and technological point of view comparing the results achieved in order to improve model in terms of efficiency, economics and sustainability.

Angelo Marcotulli, 52 years old is graduate in Electronic Engineering at University of Rome with 110/100 cum laude and postgraduate with a MBA at University of Bologna.

After 13 years in the private sector in the most important italian company of ICT field, he joined Tuscany Region in 1998. He is an executive of the Tuscany Region, head of the directorate for “Innovation and Research in I&CT” (IRTIC) and takes care of the link of the regional initiatives on the development of the Information Society and of the Electronic Administration with european and national programs.

It will address the main enablers, challenges, barriers and risks and make suggestions as to how e-democracy stakeholders may apply the Recommendation as a framework for their e-democracy platforms and projects.

Michael Remmert is Head of the Council of Europe’s Project “Good Governance in the Information Society”. E-Partcipation isn’t the easiest issue but from experience still worth pursuing. During the presentation the lessons learned from the VEP mobilization activities will be summarized and the ideas with regard to sustainability will be introduced.

Every dispute among businesses and citizens regarding new activities has a spatial aspect to it. In the Dutch legal arena one can observe that may conflicts deal with the scarce resource of housing space versus business space, protecting natural resources and infrastructural problems The Feed eParticipation pilot shows the opportunity of joint design, joint deliberation and transparent enforcement using smart legal geostandardisation. The Feed pilot and the standardisation platform has resulted in the launch of the spatial design software platform for all Dutch regions and many cities. A future vision for eParticipation-Jeremy Millard, Danish Technological Institute
Abstract of the presentation “ A future vision for eParticipation” "The next five years -- easy to see, hard to do?"

eParticipation will grow fast but also become enmeshed with other types of participation. More importantly, eParticipation will broaden in scope and concept. It will no longer only or mainly be about public policy and decision making although this will remain paramount. It will also encompass wider empowerment and engagement in governance structures and arrangements, as well as greater involvement in service design. It will eat up, digest and spit out huge chunks of public sector information, but will also need to become highly selective. It will become an everyday habit for many, often in realtime, and very local, even though global mass participation will explode. It will pervade most of what we do and we won’t give it a second thought. In short it will become mainstream. At base, we already know how to do it technically and at project and group level. But not at institutional or societal level. It’s where the two meet that is interesting. Will eParticipation just become a massive diversion for letting off steam (in which case it will lead to greater frustration and cynicism in the future), or can we really understand and act to use it institutionally. This is the key and will require common (cross-institutional) strategies and approaches, but also flexibility for specific groups or purposes, plus independent support mechanisms with real teeth. Simple, huh?

Problem of Authentication – major issue – as many people don’t want to reveal their real identity ! How do we deal with this ?
Q: Electronic ID is “old hat” for social networks – throw back to control approach perhaps.

Q: Last 3 presentations have given her hope – eDemocracy e.g 50k people have already formed on Facebookt o beatify the person that threw the statue at Berlusconi  a few days ago ! Last year eDemocracy was a website. 

Ask EU to set a goal to allow citizens participate in the CEC’s own budget ?
Q: How can we pass from political communication to real eParticipation ?

We need to educate people to participate responsibly !!!!

On eID – not real ID is OK for 80% of eParticipation. Lets focus on that.

One poster and a PC per project in front of the conference room (no need for specially designed stands) 

Agenda

3 or 4 plenary sessions, which will group thematically relevant projects (mixing 2007 & 2008). This can be discussed in the October clustering meeting (27/10 –Athens). All sessions could have the same structure; e.g. state of the art in the theme concerned, what the projects have done in this area, next challenges.  

The idea is to place the projects’ results in a context and to show synergies/complementarities among the funded projects. Projects should also illustrate possible take-up / use of their results.

Each session could have a brief introductory speech by an expert who introduces the area and helps the audience to see better the relevance/importance of our projects to some important issues/challenges.

An opening speech could be delivered by the Commission (e.g. the Director or the head of Unit). We should consider having a key-note speaker from outside the projects (An MP or MEP or expert in the field of eParticipation). This should also be discussed and agreed during the meeting in Athens. 

Costs

The overall idea is to share the costs among the 15 projects. In any case, there should be a very low cost per project, following the above format, including a possible cocktail reception at the end, in order to keep participants till the end. MOMENTUM is currently investigating several options and offers, which will be sent to you for voting before the Athens meeting.

2) Your Paragraph:

           Strikes me key.   Clustering projects in a manner that demonstrates the collective value of the eParticipation Call, and potentially stimulates the Commission’s own views/strategy/commitment to eParticipation is a very wise move.  Perhaps easier said than done given some of the partner – but if we could look to showcase ACTIVITY LINES or, in other words, the use of various tools to progress democratic engagement at varying stages I think that would be very powerful.  For example, take all the projects dealing with the Environment.  Then order them in terms of the stage in the legislative process that they target.  Then simultaneously highlight their target audiences and engagement tactics.  And ultimately showcase the individual project and collective results.

Does this make any sense? If so, we could even look to create banners showcasing the Activity Line, which would make the Commission look good as it would give the eParticipation Call a more wholistic/strategic feel than was probably ever planned..////
